2013 Itinerary 
Day One: 
            Travel Day Leave from Tampa and head to London. 
  
Day Two and Three: 

Guided tours (walking and bus) of London, led by our tour director and local guides, 
seeing the   Changing of the Guard, House of Parliament and Big Ben, the Strand, Piccadilly 
Circus, Hyde Park, Covent Garden, Trafalgar Square, St. Paul’s Cathedral and an optional tour 
of Windsor Castle ($75).   
  
Day Four and Five: 
            Leave London by the Eurostar train and arrive in Paris by the afternoon. Here, we have 
guided tours (walking and bus) of Paris, led by our tour director and local guides. Here we will 
see the Arc deTriomphe, Champs-Elysees, Latin Quarter, Musee D Orsay, Eiffel Tower 
(additional price to go up the             tower-if open).  We will enter and tour Notre Dame 
Cathedral, Louvre and Versailles. 
  
Day Six and Seven:  
            Travel to Burgundy and enjoy the ambiance of the vineyards, cobblestone streets and 
picturesque squares of Burgundy. Later in the day arrive in the Lucerne Region of Switzerland.  
  

In Lucerne, we have a guided tour of the majestic Alpine city to see the captivating 
Löwendenkmal (Lion Monument), and down narrow, winding streets and cross the 
Kapellbrücke, a beautiful covered bridge whose history dates back to medieval days. We then 
begin our excursion to Mount Pilatus where we first take a cruise on Lake Lucerne, then up the 
world’s steepest cogwheel railway up to the summit of the mountain, then head down by a cable 
car, where we stop at the Switzerland’s largest Toboggan track for a few rides (optional). 
  
Day Eight and Nine: 

Travel to Shakespeare’s Verona before heading to Venice where we have a guided tour of 
St. Marks Square, Grand Canal, and explore the inside of Doges’ Palace.  
  
Day Ten: 
            Travel to Innsbruck where we relax in the surrounding beauty of this Alpine city. 
  
Day Eleven and Twelve: 
            Leave for Munich where we have a guided tour of the city to see Olympic Stadium and 
BMW headquarters,among other sites. We will enter and tour Dachau, the first Nazi 
concentration camp, now a national museum. 
  
Day Thirteen and Fourteen: 
            Travel to Vienna where we have a guided tour of this imperial city. We will also explore 
the inside of the Habsburgs version of Versailles, Schonbrunn Palace. 



  
Day Fifteen and Sixteen: 
            Transfer to Prague and have a guided walking and bus tour of this majestic city seeing 
Prague Castle, St. Vitus Cathedral, Charles Bridge, Wallenstein Gardens and Wenceslas Square 
among other beautiful sites. 
  
Day Seventeen: 
            Travel back home from Prague.
