2. Please make your appointment AT LEAST three days in advance – space is limited to only 6 students per day.  Students will shadow one (1) day only.

3. Check with your current school for permission (school business).  We provide each student with a letter confirming their visit.

4. Prior to calling for an appointment:
· Check your child’s schedule. Choose a few dates that do not conflict with tests, field trips, presentations, etc. It will save all of us time.   We do not shadow on Mondays or early release days.
· Check your IB program attendance area:  http://www.sdhc.k12.fl.us/magnet/high_ib.asp   If you live in Robinson IB, King IB, or Strawberry Crest IB attendance area you will shadow at that school.
5. Parents must make the appointment.  No student will be allowed to make their own appointment.  
6. Shadows will be escorted throughout the day by freshman class members only—
(no siblings or upper classmen)
